member of GAIF and inclusion in World Games 1.

The European Taekwondo Union, the first continental union under the
World Taekwondo Federation was formed with the participation of 12
national federations on 21 May in Barcelona before the opening of the Ist
European Taekwondo Championships. This is to be followed by another
continental union in Asia, when the 2nd Asian Taekwondo Championships
takes place in Melbourne, Australia on 16—17 October. Two international
referee seminars and one technical seminar in USA are scheduled this

year.

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The International Military Sports Couicil (CISM) will officially introduce Taekwondo in its
1978 event.

CISM Secretary General Raoul Mollet of Belgium said that Taekwondo would become one of
the CISM events by at least 1978 an that such decision would pave the way for Takewondo
to become one of the most popular international sports.

He hoped that a clinic on Takewondo would be given annually. pointing out that the self-
defense martial art is rapidly spreading in Eurcpe and in other parts of the world.

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Match Rules of Taekwondo

Established on November 3, 1962 and amended four times, the
rules contain 14 articles. Following is a summary of thé competition
rules amended on February 5, 1974,

Taekwondo competitions are conducted in 3 rounds. of 2 minutes
each with 30 seconds recess between rounds. ‘“Hogoo” (Protective
Safeguard) developped by the Korea Taekwondo Association in 1960
and licensed by the World Taekwondo Federation is mandatory in
all sanctioned contest.

There are ten weight class: 1, (under to 48kg), 2, (48kg~52kg),
3. (52kg~56kg), 4, (56kg~60kg), 5 (60kg~64kg), 6, (64kg~
69kg), 7. (69kg~T4kg), 8. (T4kg~T79kg), 9. (79kg~85kg) and
10, (over 85kg).

Match is decided by scoring point system under supervision of -1
Chief referee, 4 Corner referees and 2 Juries. Taekwondo court is
54 square metes Court for children is 49 square meters.

1, Officials shall include one chief referee, 4 deputy referees
and 2 juries (or 1 jury depending on the circumstances.)

2. The referee certified as 4th Dan black belt or over by the
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KukKiwon must have passed the examination qualifying as referee.
They must have no record of punitive measures by the Association
or any other sports organization.

The chief referee is chosen from among the senior members and
must have a higher grade of Dan than the Assistant referees.

The jury is selected from among the men of the 6th Dan or over.

3. The chief referee declares the beginning and the ending of
the competition.

The assistant referees record warning. winning and losing
points on the scoring paper immediately.

The jury must immediately render judgement of any error made
by the referees.

Velid scores shall be determined as follows:

1, Single attack by fist in perfest posture will be scored.
a) Successful attack on solar plexus, flanks or belly by fist
scores 1 point.
2. Single attack by foot (the instep, axis, heel or footknife) in
perfect posture will be scored.
a) Successful attack on solar plexus, flanks or belly by foot
scores 1 point.
b) Sucessful attack on the face by foot scores 2 points when
the opponent staggers by the hit.
¢) Successful attack on the face by foot scores 1 point when
the opponent doe~ not stagger in spite of the hit.
3. Successful attack on any part of the opponent except the pri-
vate parts scores 1 point when the opponent falls by the hit.
4. The following attacks will not be scored:
a) Holding the opponent or falling down after the effective
attack by fist or foot.
b) Continued attacin clinching form.

8, In case of dissents over decision after the declaration of the
end of the competition, the coach and manager shall submit a formal
complaint to the council, However, oral complints shall not be
accepted.

Diagram of Safe-guard (Ho-goo)

Safe-guards are protective garments worn by Taekwondo compe-
titors. These have been developped and licensed by the Korea Taek-
wondo Association and World Taekwondo Federation to protect
competitors from serious injury, and theiruse is mandatory in all
sanctioned contests or exhibitions by the rules of the World Taekw-
ondo Federation. Vital parts of the body are protected by the special
garments and protection device as illustrated below.
